An incubator which, due to the
different artistic directions and
curatorial collaborations, has produced a
varying number of annual exhibitions. Ital-
ian artists — and many of them — at their
first solo or group shows, as well as in-
ternational artists, living their first expe-
riences, broadly speaking, or particularly
in Italy; along with established artists de-
buting in Milan. Screenings, group shows,
solo shows, blind dates, hybrid projects
by order and degree of operating modes
and creative expression. This section,
rather than simply making a list, aims to
provide a chronological and faithful pres-
entation of a mare magnum through the
history of invitation cards (and of their
graphic design). Accompanied by images
of the same exhibitions, they are not cho-
sen on the basis of importance or suc-
cess, but on that of iconographic value
in terms of conveying their most compel-
ling (visual) repertoire. In twenty years
of non-profit activity, with the support of
various entities, at times even minimal,
the documentation of its development
has moved in undulating cycles... amid
highpoints and home-video footage!
